Application Criteria

1. Applicant must provide letter of acceptance to a university/
college that offers a degree program specifically designed 
to improve school foodservice.  If you have been accepted 
to multiple institutions, send the letter from the institution 
you are most likely to attend.  

2. Applications must be submitted and postmarked by  
April 15th.  Please mail to:

a) The Scholarship Committee will review applications and 
recipients will be notified before the Annual State Meeting.

b) Scholarships will be awarded at the Annual State Meeting.
c) Payment will be made directly to recipient upon  

receipt from the institution of confirmation of course 
completion with a grade of B or above.

3. Students may receive up to four (4) consecutive SNA 
scholarships but only one a year.

4. Applicant must be an active member of SNA for a 
minimum of two years and must be currently employed  
in school foodservice.

5. Applicant must include a Personal Essay (not to exceed one 
page) stating:
1) Reason for selecting school foodservice as a profession.
2) What applicant expects to gain from continuing education.
3) Statement of applicant’s long-term professional goals/plans.
4) Other information applicant feels is important (i.e., 

involvement in community/civic activities).

6. Applicant must attach two letters of recommendation  
on letterhead 
• Personal reference, written by an instructor, teacher,  

civic leader that addresses the applicant’s character.  
• Professional reference, written by a supervisor, current  

or former employer, teacher, principal, superintendent  
of school district, state association leader that addresses 
the applicant’s ability.

 Please note – Both letters of recommendation should 
include the following:
a) Capacity in which applicant has been known
b) Length of time applicant has been known
c) Personality/Character 
d) Ability 
e) Initiative 
f ) Leadership qualities

7. Applications must be submitted as a complete packet and 
include one original and three stapled and collated copies 
with all required attachments, postmarked no later than 
April 15th.
